This 1s the case for Prior Environment Clearance for Expansion in manufacturing of
Synthetic Resin at Khasra No. 58/1/k, Village - Raokhedi, Post - Mangaliya, AB Road,
Tehsil - Sanwer, Dist. Indore (MP). The proposed project falls under item no 5(f).

Earlier this case was scheduled for presentation and discussion in 425™ SEAC meeting
dated 26/02/20 wherein ToR was recommended.

EC recommended in 458 SEAC meeting dated 22-09-20. EC granted in 642 SEIAA
meeting dated 05-10-20. EC issued vide letter no. 4519-20/SETIAA/20 dated 27-10-20.

SEIAA has sent the on-line case file to SEAC on 23-06-22 for EC amendment. PP has
applied for EC amendment in the prescribed form- 4.

The case was presented by the PP and their consultant wherein PP submitted that as per
granted EC the total water requirement of plant after expansion will increase to 10.5 KLD
and waste water generation will be 6.5 KLD (Domestic 2.0 KLD, condensate from process
3.5 KLD & cooling bleed off 1.0 KLD). PP further submitted that in their submitted EIA
report they have proposed to send industrial effluent to CETP after primary treatment at
site. However, as per granted EC, it has been instructed by H’ble SEIAA/SEAC M.P. to
ensure “Zero Effluent Discharge” from the unit by recycling. To ensure ZLD, industry had
explored the possibility of installation of “Zero Liquid Discharge” Plant & reuses the
treated water within the premises. However, the capital & maintenance cost for ZLD Plant
is expensive. Investment on ZLD plant will be expensive for the industry and the industry
would not be able to manufacture the final product at a reasonable cost due to which
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economic viability will be lost as the cost of ETP for this unit will be approx. 70.00
lakhs.Thus we request the H’ble SEIAA/SEAC M.P. for amendment in EC to allow us to
send industrial effluent after primary treatment to CETP, Indore for further treatment &
disposal. The case was scheduled for presentation and discussion in the 582" SEAC
meting dated 29/06/22 wherein after presentation PP was asked to submit following
information for further consideration of the project:

PP has submitted the online query reply raised in 582" SEAC meeting dated 29.06.2022
through “Parivesh Portal” on dated 17.07.2022 and thus the cxase was scheduled in the
587" SEAC meeting dated 02/08/22. The case was presented by the PP Mr. Ajay Patel
(online). During presentation it was observed by the committee that PP is unable to
justify their request for amendment in previous EC conditions. PP is also unable to
produce credible proof of competent authorities prescribing the zone of influence /
consideration of CETP Sanwer Road, Indore. Committee further observed that in the
minutes of public hearing following recommendations were made by the competent
authorities:

its earlier reccommendations made in 458" SEAC meeting dated 22/09/20.

The regulations of danger
zone (500 meters) prescribed by Directorate General of Mines safety shall also be complied compulsorily and necessary
measures should be taken to minimize the impact on environment.

The lease boundary should be clearly demarcated at site with the given co-ordinates by pillars and fenced from all
around the site. Necessary safety signage & caution boards shall be displayed at mine site.
